CAVBA League Rules Clarification

1) Matches will consist of 2 out of 3 games. The first 2 games will be to 21 points (with a 23pt. cap) and the 3rd (if necessary) will be to 15 points (with a 17pt. cap).

2) Playoff seeding will be determined by overall match win percentage, then head to head record (if there is a 2 team tie), then overall game winning percentage. 

3) No open-hand receive of a serve is allowed (even if it is perfectly clean).

4) No serve receive will be allowed where 2 hands (or other body parts) contact the ball and they are not directly in contact with each other.

5) A hard driven ball (non-serve) may be doubled or momentarily held during reception. Any ball that is hit from below the height of the net cannot be a hard driven ball (by definition). A non-hard driven ball may be received with a setting motion if the set is “clean” (no doubles or lifts). If there is disagreement about whether the receive was clean or not, a re-play must be called.
6) No open hand tips will be allowed.

7) The block does NOT count as one of the team’s 3 touches.

8) ANY contact with the net by a player or their clothing during a rally is a fault, even if it is incidental or occurs after the ball is out of play (contacts the ground).
9) A ball set over as an attack does NOT have to be square with the shoulders of the attacking player.

10) In coed competition, a female must make one of the team contacts if there are more than 1.

11) Coed teams must have at least 1 female player on the court at the beginning of each rally.

12) All players must be at least 16 years old. Those under 18 (but 16 or older) must fill out a Juniors Waiver (available on our website on the "Leagues" page) and have it signed by their parent/guardian.

13) If you are put on a roster and play for that team more than once, you can't switch teams. In no event will a player who has played for 2 teams be allowed to switch teams again, unless there are extreme circumstances (as determined by the League Director).

14) In order to be eligible for playoffs, a player must have played at least once for that team during the regular season.
